They are challenged to use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. Adult directed activities are used to model a range of materials, tools and techniques.

The role of the practitioner is to support and challenge children’s thinking through observation, participation, role modelling, making suggestions and using the appropriate vocabulary. The children are challenged to develop their skill progression as they explore and experiment with a variety of materials, tools and techniques.
