Number and Place Value

eRead and write number to at least 100 in numerals and
words

eRecognise the value of each digit in two-digit numbers-e.g.
tens and ones

eUse a number line to estimate, show and find numbers

eCompare and order numbers up to 100 and use more than
and less than symbols < > and = signs

eUse place value and number facts to solve
problems

eCount in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in tens from any
given number, forwards and backwards

Number: Addition and Subtraction

eRecall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently-6+14=20 and
20-14=6 etc

eUse subtraction and addition facts to 100 money
eAdd and subtract using equipment, images and mentally, including a
two-digit number and ones, a two-digit number and tens, two two-digit
numbers and adding three one-digit numbers.

eShow that adding numbers can be done in any order 3+4 is the same as 4+3

eSolve problems with addition and subtraction including those with numbers,
quantities and measures

eRecognise and use inverse operations between addition and subtraction e.g.
30+60=90 so 90 -60=30

Number: Multiplication and Division

eRecall and use division and

multiplication number facts for the 2s, 5s
and 10 times tables, including odd and even
numbers-e.g. 2 x10=20 and 20+10=2

eCalculate mathematical calculations involving
x and + using arrays to support understanding

eSolve problems using x and + and different
equipment, images such as arrays, repeated
addition, mental methods and multiplication
and division facts

eShow that multiplication can be done in any
order-e.g. 4x5 is the same as 5x4

Number: Multiplication and Division

eRecall and use division and multiplication number facts
for the 2s, 5s and 10 times tables, including odd and even
numbers-e.g. 2 x10=20 and 20+10=2

eCalculate mathematical calculations involving x and + using
arrays to support understanding

*Solve problems using x and + and different equipment,
images such as arrays, repeated addition, mental methods
and multiplication and division facts

*Show that multiplication can be done in any order-e.g. 4x5
is the same as 5x4
